This program recounts about a 
ten day wildlife event that 
occurred in Yellowstone National 
Park.  It is the interactions of 
ravens with coyotes, bald eagles 
and wolves feeding on a couple of 
bison and an elk that a grizzly 
pulled from underneath the ice.  
The digital show will include a few 
other spring wildlife observations:  
Sandhill Cranes waiting for the ice 
to thaw, a red fox hunting, coyote 
puppies being puppies. 
  
These interactions between the 
animals are often humorous and 
intriguing as they compete for 
meat at this bonanza during the 
harsh, early spring in Yellowstone 
country. 
 
 
 

 
The Paulsons work as a team and 
have been making extended 
yearly trips to Yellowstone since 
1984.  Their time there is a 
combination of studying animal 
behavior, photographing and 
sketching.  Elva is an 
accomplished wildlife artist and 
Dale is a retired National Forest 
Soil Scientist.  Dale and Elva have 
been photographing wild things 
since 1971 and have been 
presenting wildlife related shows 
since 1980.

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Field Trip Reports . . . by Kevin Spencer 
 
Klamath Marsh-Summer Lake Trip 
Many happy campers, 21, on this trip, June 10-12. The 
final tally was 142 species. Hightlights included: good 
looks at Green-tailed Towhees, hearing Soras galore and 
peek-a-boo looks at American Bitterns along the 
Klamath Marsh. The views from Fort Rock were 
fabulous, and the Prairie Falcon [plus three chicks in an 
opening on the rock wall], Rock and Canyon Wrens, 
White-throated Swifts, and Green-tailed Towhees 
(again) seen there, were terrific.   
 
Sunday morning found the group walking along the 
Chewaucan River in Paisley. The sunny morning sun 
almost caught them off-guard, but close attention to a 
tanager proved it to be a Summer Tanager, which is rare  

 
for Oregon. A large porthole sized opening in the cliff-
face along the river had 4 Barn Owl faces staring back.   
 
At Summer Lake the group finally scoped out a pair of 
Snowy Plovers. And probably the most exciting was 
viewing birds in close proximity from blinds at Cabin 
Lake, north of Fort Rock. Seeing a White-headed 
Woodpecker at about 6 feet away was impressive.  
 
The Yellow Rail trek would have been successful, if the 
leader had taken the group to the right location! 
Winnowing Wilson's Snipe however was a near equal 
entertainment. There were many other interesting 
encounters, but too many to mention here. June is 
always a fun time to get out! 

 

Conservation  . . . Dave Potter 
 

ork [yes, "work"] to save natural habitats for our kids and grand-kids never ends. One gets knocked down some 
rounds and wins others. However, quit and the "pavers" certainly win.  

 
A look at the current "score 
board." KBAS sent a strong letter 
supporting a renewed effort to 
buy the north end of Link River 
Trail canyon from bankrupt 
developers' bank. City Parks and 
many local groups joined forces. 
All pulling hard, it may happen.  
 
KBAS' Dennis Taugher put years of 
work into his dream of a lakeside 
walking trail. He attracted others. 
His success story is in this Grebe.  
 
Our Oregon Legislature gave us 
some wins. Best I could learn 
ahead of this Grebe deadline: Our 
bottle bill was expanded. 
Development of green power was 

stimulated & locating wind farms 
was assigned increased scrutiny.  
Increased fines for intentionally 
killing raptors & other trophy 
wildlife passed as did a ban on 
deliberately feeding certain 
wildlife species. Three marine 
sanctuaries were passed: Heceta 
Head, Cape Falcon & Cascade 
Head. Increased protections for 
farm & forest passed. When do we 
get everything we want?  
 
The "bird seed" bill failed for some 
reason. So did the plastic bag ban. 
The Governor may or may not 
veto a bill that would greatly 
increase taxpayer funding for 
predator control killing of many 
species, a giant step backward in  

wildlife management. Read Aldo 
Leopold's [father of modern 
wildlife management] iconic 1949 
book, A Sand County Almanac, re 
predator control.  
 
Nationally, wins require hard-
nosed, strong outfits like the 
Center for Biological Diversity. 
Thanks to their decades of 
struggles on studies, public 
information, funding & politics - 
and the threat of more successful 
lawsuits - the U.S. Fish & Wildlife 
Service has agreed to increase 
endangered species reviews & 
decisions on over 700 plant and 
animal species by 2018. Many of 
these species are slipping away.

All members should receive in the mail early in August the proposed revised bylaws for KBAS.   A committee of 
dedicated folks has worked for over two years on this.  Your KBAS Board reviewed them closely and accepted them June 
25.  The membership must vote to adopt, or not adopt them and I sure hope for "adopting", these new bylaws at our 
September 8 general meeting.  So please attend the September 8 meeting and plan to vote on this needed revision.   If 
you haven't received your mailed copy of the bylaws by mid August, please contact Robert Kincaid, Kathy or Dave to 
have one mailed.

Take a Hike . . . by Dennis Taugher, Vice President of Friends of Moore Park 
 

hat’s better than a sunrise 
on a warm morning or a 

sticky bun at Sunday brunch? One 
answer: a hike on the newly 
completed Klamath Ridge View 
Trail in Moore Park. This 4.6 mile 
trail takes you from the Eulalona 
Trail, which parallels the Link River 
on the east side of the park, to the 

proposed Buck Ridge development 
along Lakeshore Drive, adjacent to 
the Running Y Ranch. The trail will 
eventually be part of the Great 
Klamath Circle Trail. 
 
The trail runs parallel to Lakeshore 
Drive for much of the way, and lies 
about 3/4 of the way up the 

Moore Mountain ridge. It takes 
you through varied terrain, 
including some forested areas and 
a patch of oak trees, and it offers 
up breath-taking views of Upper 
Klamath Lake in numerous spots. 
The trail is great for birding and 
might be an especially good 
location for migrant songbirds in

the spring and fall. In the summer, 
you'll find Blue-gray Gnatcatchers, 
Olive-sided Flycatchers, lots of 
Bushtits, hummingbirds, and 
calling Mountain Quail, among the 
more typical species. 
 
KBAS’s Dave Potter, Ken Hay and 
John Bellon of Klamath Falls City 
Parks, and myself were all at the 
initial meeting in August 2009 
when this trail was first proposed. 
It's exciting to see it finally 
completed, although it is still a bit 
rough in some places. A Winema  
 

National Forest Hotshot fire crew 
donated time and energy to help 
cut some new sections, and we 
are organizing regular 
maintenance days once a month 
for weed-whacking, pulling stubs 
and rocks out of the trail bed, and 
other chores. A local mountain 
biking group is putting up 
directional signs for us. And, if you 
aren't aware, KBAS provided us a 
grant for trail-related expenses, 
including the purchase of a 
motorized wheelbarrow to ferry 
supplies along the trail. 
 
Kevin Spencer will be setting up a  
 

date for a hike along the trail for 
anyone that's interested. We 
could put vehicles on either end 
and walk the entire distance if 
folks wanted to. Look for 
information from Kevin. If you 
can’t join us on this hike, try it out 
on your own.
